As we build our auditorium with an estimated number of 2,000 seating capacity, the Lord never fails to fill the 
auditorium with a whole bunch of people even if our government only allows us to use 30% of the capacity in 
order to observe the safety protocols. About 542 people were witness to and ask the Lord to save them, 332 
first time guests were able to attend our church gatherings for the past three months and we thank God that 
about 52 of these people decided to follow the Lord in the waters of baptism. 

ECO CONFERENCE 

As the number of covid cases increases, Metro Manila and its neighboring provinces were put under 
Enhanced Community Quarantine (ECQ) last April. However, this did not hinder our mission work in 
Marikina to continue in assembling their selves together. Through the Enhanced Church Quickening (ECQ) 
Conference, members from every mission work were edified through an online series of preachings from the 
different preachers of LBBC. We also had the opportunity to have a devotion night using an online platform 
where all mission works were able to join as well! Right after the ECQ been lifted, borders were opened and 
our brethren in Marikina were able to congregate in the church building. The ECQ Conference ended 
successfully as one of our supported missionaries came and preached the Word of God.
